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1. On Spot Programming Competition

For
Programming competition, teams must be registered by May 22, 2023.
Rules of Programming Competition:
1. Team Composition

» Each team consists of three contestants.
2. Basic Eligibility Requirements

» A student must be enrolled in a degree program at the team’s institution with at least a half-time load.
3. Scoring of a Provincial Contest

» Teams are ranked according to the most problems solved. For awards, teams who solve the same

number of problems are ranked by least total time.

4. Contest Computing Environment

» The programming languages of the contest will include C++, Java and Python.

» Each team will use a single workstation.

» Stationery (Pages, pencils etc.) will be provided to the participants.

» Participant can submit his/her solution in a specified folder in a given time.
